(1st)- A8 (Wayne & Rusty-sub Dave)(21) 
vs (2nd) A11 (Pat & Cory-sub Freddie)
(15):  Wayne had to settle for a sub as 
Rusty was unable to play in the final posi-
tion round. Wayne shot a (45) and sub Dave 
shot (52). Pat shoots a (42) and Freddie 
comes in with a (48). Pat and Wayne split 
the points at 9 each. Freddie gave up too 
many strokes and only took (6) points to 
Dave’s (12). Wayne and Rusty finish in 1st, 
and Pat and Cory (sub-Freddie) drop to 3rd. 

(3rd) A1 (Brian & Brent) (23) vs (4th) A2 
(Andre & Dennis-sub Brian C) (13): Brian 
& Bren made a surge the last several 
weeks, with some very nice rounds. The 
position round was no exception as Brent 
shot even par (36) and Brian comes in with 
a 1 over (37). Meanwhile Andre shoots a 
nice (40) and sub partner Brian Cooper 
shoots a (44). Brian nailed birdies on #5 &  
#7, and Brent notched a birdie on 5 and  
eagle on 9. Andre birdied #2 and #9. Brian 

Cooper nailed (4) pars. Brian and Brent 
vault into 2nd, and Andre and Dennis 
dropped into 5th. 

(5th) A5 (Stan & Ray-sub Tom M) (21) 
vs (6th) Ken–sub Shane Lohr & Dale 
Lohr (15): Tom Marshall subbing for 
Stan comes in with a very nice (44) and 
Ray shoots a (41). Shane Lohr subs for 
Ken and posts a round of (50) and dad 
Dale Lohr posts a (50) as well. Ray 
notched (5) pars and sub Tom did the 
same, notching (5) pars in their rounds. 
Dale put together (3) pars in his round 
and Shane finished with (1).Ray and 
Stan finish in 4th and Ken & Dale drop 
to 6th. 

(7th) Nate & Trevor (17) vs (8th) Gary 
& Tom-sub Denny) (19): Tom was up 
north and Denny from the ’B’ Flight filled 
in as a sub with Gary. Gary seemed to 
struggle a bit, coming in with a (43) 
while his partner shot a (48). Gary 

posted (2) pars and birdied the 
9th hole. Denny played bogey 
golf on 6 of the nine holes, 
three of them costing him dou-
bles. Nate comes in with a (45) 
and Trevor a (45). Trevor 
notched 3 pars and Nate 
posted (3) in his round. Nate 
and Trevor remain in 7th and 
Gary and Tom drop into 9th. 

(9th) A12 (Bill & Kirk) (26) vs 
(10th) A10 (Billy & Scott) (6): 
Bill Marsack comes in with a 
(45). His partner Kirk shoots a 
very nice round of 3 over (39). 
Bill and Kirk put together some 
nice rounds and take 26 points 
that moved them up the ladder 
in 8th place. Bill nailed (2) pars 
and Kirk nailed (5) pars and a 
birdie on #6. 
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Scott has a new job and golf has had 
to take a back seat to that, so he was 
unable to make the final week of the 
league. Billy was there and comes in 
with a very nice (41). He nailed 3 pars 
and a birdie on #3. Billy and Scott drop 
into 11th position. Billy takes the Most 
Improved Player Award knocking off 7 
strokes from the beginning of the sea-
son. Nice finish Billy.              

(11th) A6 (Bill & Steve) (26) vs (12th) 
A9 (Warren & Jim) (10): Bill waited till 
the final night to get his game back on 
track as he comes in with a very nice 2 
over par round of (38). Steve likewise 
had one of his better rounds posting a 
(47). Bill nailed birdies on #1 and #3 
posting pars on 4 other holes. Steve 
posted (2) pars. Bill and Steve move 
up one spot into 10th. Warren comes 
in with a (45) and Jim posts a (47). 
Warren finished with (2) pars and Jim 
did the same, finished with (2) pars.
