        CALCULATE WEEKLY HANDICAPS.  
        THE PLAYERS WILL USE THEIR ENDING HANDICAP FROM LAST YEAR FOR THE FIRST THREE WEEKS. 
        WE WILL THEN CALCULATE THE NEW HANDICAPS IN WEEK 4 WITH ALL FOUR ROUNDS INCLUDED.  THEN, EACH WEEK
